“ 99 “ 

1. Each player starts with 3 coins.

2. Special cards:

a).   4  - - - - - - - - - - - - - - Reverses play

b).   9  - - - - - - - - - - - - - - Amount stays the same

c).   10  - - - - - - - - - - - - - Minus 10

d).   King   - - - - - - - - - - - Automatic 99

      e).   Jacks and Queens - - - Are 10 points each

      f).    Aces  - - - - - - - - - - - Are 1 point each

      g).   All other cards are face value

3. Dealer gives each player 3 cards, one card at a time in turn.

4. Each player, in turn

a).   Picks a card from the pile

b).   Discards a card from their hand

c).   And, announces the total

5. After 99 is reached the next player can only play if they have:

a).   A - 4 (to reverse play)

b).   A - 9 (to make the amount the same)

c).   A - 10 (to make the amount a minus 10 or 89 and play continues)

d).   You can not play a King

If that player cannot make a play, the round is over and that player puts a coin in the pot.

6. If the count is below 99 and the next player cannot make a play without going over 99, the

       round is over.  That player puts a coin in the pot.

7. If a player runs out of coins they can play an additional round(s) (this is called playing on

      your honor).

      a).   If that player loses the round (on their honor round) they are out of the game

      b).   If that player does not lose the round (on their honor round) they can play an additional

             round.

8.   The game is over when there is only one player left in the game.  And they get the pot.
